Child/Adult Hunters FWPHA will count the 2'6 Low Child/Adult Hunters
and will not count the 2'6 Modified Child/Adult Hunters for points.

o If a show offers 2'6 Low Hunters and the 2'6 Modified Child/Adult Hunters
and does not offer the 2'6 Low Child/Adult Hunters the 2'6 Modified/Child
hunters will be counted as the 2'6 Low Child/Adult Hunters

o This is to retire the 2'6 Modified Child/Adult hunters and replace with the
Low Child/Low Adults for which have the same class specifications but
with the name change count for USHJA and other organizations as well as
the FWPHA.
